What does ‘a good book’ mean to you? Well, this is what the judges for the Man Booker
Prize for Fiction have to decide each year, when they have to choose which book should win
the prize.

The Man Booker Prize for Fiction, previously known as the Booker-McConnell Prize, is
awarded annually. The prize was established in 1968, and the first novel chosen for the prize
was announced in 1969. Originally, the prize was given for books published before the year in
which the prize was awarded, but in 1971 the rules changed. A book now has to be published
in the same year as the prize is awarded in order to be considered as a possible winner.

Despite several other changes, the objectives have remained the same since the prize
began. One of the objectives is to encourage people to read more quality fiction. Another
intention is to significantly increase the sales of the winning book. This benefits not only the
author but the book-selling trade as well.

The annual process of choosing a winning book, which must be a full-length novel, takes
the best part of a year. It starts in November, when the names of the judges are announced.
Then, any author who wants their book to be considered for the prize has to submit an
application form by the following March. Judges then have until July to identify 12 or 13 books,
all of which must have been published in the UK, from which the winning book will eventually
be chosen. This selection of titles is known as the longlist, and it is reduced to a shortlist of six
books by September. Finally, the winner is announced at a formal dinner. This ceremony, held
in October, is even broadcast live on television and radio.

In the first few years, each of the winners of the Booker Prize was awarded £5000. The
prize money was doubled in 1978 to £10000, and currently it is £50000. Each of the authors on
the shortlist receives £2500 and a specially produced edition of their book.

It’s a fact that most people don’t like to fight or argue. It is just human nature to
want to avoid a confrontation. However, throughout our lifetime, there will inevitably be
some situations where we are called upon to defend our opinion on a topic against
someone else’s.

The ability to take a stand, and skillfully present your point of view is a fundamental
skill that is needed in business, as well as other aspects of life. You may win some
arguments and you may lose some. More often than not, you will come up with a
negotiated agreement. But how you present your case and yourself, regardless of the
outcome, will leave a lasting impression of who you are as a person and a leader. The first
thing to remember is to be prepared for the argument. If you feel strongly about a topic,
know it well. Take special measures to get the relevant facts and find out as much about
the topic as you possibly can. Preparation is the only aspect of an argument or negotiation
over which you have total control. You can never control what actually happens during an
argument but being prepared can help you stand on firm ground.

In any serious discussion, it is not enough to simply understand your own point of
view. It is equally, if not more important, to understand and never underestimate your
opponent. It is important to understand that your opponent feels about his opinion as
strongly as you feel about yours. Do not put down your opponent’s ideas. Show politely
that you understand, but that your opinion is different.

Throughout an argument, it is important to listen. Listening carefully and asking
relevant questions show that you are truly involved in the discussion and allow you to
receive important information that will eventually lead to an outcome. Be sure to listen
with an open mind, even if you believe the other side is wrong.

Always keep your emotions under control. When arguments get emotionally-heated,
both sides may lose control and the discussion process breaks down. No matter how
strongly you feel about a topic, keep a calm voice. Sometimes it may even help to take a
deep breath and count to ten.

Finally, accept the fact that some arguments do not have a clear-cut outcome. Know
when enough is enough, and simply agree to disagree.

"It's another way where media habits can affect
health," says another doctor.

However, as far as children below two years should not be allowed to
watch any TV. They recommended that parents must take their kids and play around, in
addition, parents should choose their kids programmes carefully. The AAP proved that
excessive media viewing can lead to other side effects like aggression to peers or adults,
poor grades, and bad eating habits.

Critics, on the other hand, viewed that media is a fatal weapon in which parents
have to supervise their children watching hours. They say that at present, parents seem to
be occupied with life to the extent that they are unable to find enough time for other
bigger concerns in life. These critics say that it is advisable to parents to spend more time
with their children, supervise them, and watch over their viewing habits.

It is a fact that much lies in the hands of parents. Although the media has a
responsible role to play, the home plays an overall important role in providing the right
foundations in life for a child.

to avoid a confrontation. However, throughout our lifetime, there will inevitably be some
situations where we are called upon to defend our opinion on a topic against someone
else’s.

The ability to take a stand, and skillfully present your point of view is a fundamental
skill that is needed in business, as well as other aspects of life. You may win some arguments
and you may lose some. More often than not, you will come up with a negotiated agreement.
But how you present your case and yourself, regardless of the outcome, will leave a lasting
impression of who you are as a person and a leader. The first thing to remember is to be
prepared for the argument. If you feel strongly about a topic, know it well. Take special
measures to get the relevant facts and find out as much about the topic as you possibly can.

You can never control what actually happens during an argument but being prepared
can help you stand on firm ground.

In any serious discussion, it is not enough to simply understand your own point of
view.

It is important to understand that your opponent feels about his opinion as
strongly as you feel about yours. Do not put down your opponent’s ideas. Show politely
that you understand, but that your opinion is different.

Throughout an argument, it is important to listen. Listening carefully and asking
relevant questions show that you are truly involved in the discussion and allow you to
receive important information that will eventually lead to an outcome. Be sure to listen
with an open mind, even if you believe the other side is wrong.

Always keep your emotions under control. When arguments get emotionally-heated,
both sides may lose control and the discussion process breaks down. No matter how
strongly you feel about a topic, keep a calm voice. Sometimes it may even help to take a
deep breath and count to ten.

Seventy percent of our planet is covered by one huge, continuous body of seawater —
the ocean. It holds 1.35 billion cubic kilometres of water. Nearly half of the ocean is more than
3 kilometres deep. The Mariana Trench in the western Pacific Ocean is 11 kilometres below
sea level. It is the deepest known point of the ocean. But there may be deeper points that we
have not seen, as we have only explored five percent of the ocean floor till now.

The government of Canada suggested the idea of World Ocean Day at the Earth Summit
in Rio de Janeiro in 1992. In 2008, the United Nations (UN) officially recognised the date and
it has been growing ever since, from 100 events in 2008 to over a thousand events in more than
120 countries ten years later. The day is celebrated in a variety of ways, including special
events at aquariums and zoos, beach and river clean-ups, school activities, conservation
programmes, art contests and film festivals.

One of the main aims of the World Ocean Day is to remind people of the important role
the ocean plays in our lives. In fact, the ocean is home to the majority of plants and animals on
Earth, from the smallest animal to the blue whale. The ocean provides us with food, 70 percent
of the oxygen we breathe and medicines as well as transport. No matter where you live on the
planet, no matter how far from the sea, your life relies on the ocean.

The most urgent problem facing the ocean at the moment is plastic pollution. Reducing
one-use plastic items, including plastic bags, sandwich boxes and plastic water bottles, has
been an important theme for World Ocean Day for a number of years. Climate change and
rising ocean temperatures are also a huge problem. Rising ocean temperatures have a direct
influence on weather patterns. They are seen as partly responsible for an increase in extreme
weather conditions.

On World Ocean Day, wear blue, go on a march, find a beach or river clean-up near
you, organise a local event, print a poster and put it in your window, or use the hashtag
#worldoceanday on social media. There are so many things you can do on the 8" June to join
in the celebrations, to remind people about the importance of the ocean in our lives and to
make a difference!
